Return your wild word to the butterfly box inside Café Hogmoor, in
Hogmoor Inclosure, Off Hogmoor Road, GU35 9HN, to collect a free
butterfly detective sheet.

If you enjoyed this and feel inspired please have a go at recording the
butterflies as part of the Big Butterfly Count which runs from 12th July -
